the context of systemic corruption. Given the dynamism of corruption in its various
manifestations as a social phenomenon and public law phenomenon, its
transformations in accordance with the changing conditions of the environment of its
spread and the emergence of innovative forms, there is a constant need to monitor the
national and international legal framework, to search for new forms and mechanisms
for preventing and combating corruption that are consistent with the current processes
of political and socio-economic development of the state. Therefore, the study of the
legal aspects of anti-corruption activities, especially in the context of the
development of a transitional society and the establishment of a liberal democratic
type of state in Ukraine, remains relevant.

The purpose and objectives set out in the dissertation research led to the choice
of an appropriate structure of the work, which includes three sections that address the
following issues: the origins, formation, essence of anti-corruption activities;
regulatory and institutional dimensions of anti-corruption activities in Ukraine;
strategy for preventing and combating corruption as part of the state’s anti-corruption
policy (Ukrainian and international dimensions).

The thesis provides a theoretical synthesis and offers the author's solution to the
scientific task of a comprehensive study of the general theoretical aspects of legal
support for anti-corruption activities, taking into account the provisions of current
legal norms, scientific developments of leading Ukrainian and foreign researchers of
the problem, international experience and approaches to anti-corruption policy.

In particular, Section 1 «Origins, Formation, Essence of Anti-Corruption
Activities» examines theoretical and methodological approaches to the study of
corruption as a social and legal phenomenon, which has not yet been universally
defined in science. The author analyses the essence, manifestations, structure, forms,
levels of corruption as a social phenomenon and problems of public authorities’
functioning. Based on the analysis of scholarly work and current legislation, the
author identifies purely legal features of corruption. The author focuses on the threats

posed by corruption as a systemic phenomenon. Conceptual views on understanding



the areas of preventing and combating corruption, as well as shortcomings of the
current regulatory interpretation of corruption in Ukraine are highlighted.

The author separately describes the historical and legal process of emergence
and combating corruption as a social phenomenon and political and legal
phenomenon from ancient times (the emergence of the first states) to the end of the
first quarter of the XXI century. The author proposes and substantiates the following
periods in the history of anti-corruption activities in Ukraine: formation; formation of
the basic principles of combating corruption; pseudo-corruption; strengthening of
combating corruption; legislative reform; comprehensive reform of anti-corruption
legislation and establishment of an effective institutional system. The adoption of a
number of regulatory acts and the intensification of the work of special anti-
corruption bodies, in particular under martial law, marked a qualitatively new level of
organisation and implementation of the national anti-corruption policy in Ukraine.

Section 2, «Regulatory and Institutional Dimensions of Anti-Corruption
Activities in Ukrainey, analyses the current regulatory framework and structure of the
institutional system of anti-corruption activities in Ukraine. The author comes to the
conclusion that, despite the current absence of direct regulation of anti-corruption
activities in the Constitution of Ukraine, there is a direct link between its provisions
and anti-corruption legislation. Given the analysis of the provisions of the General
Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, the author notes that the legislator has a special
attitude to corruption criminal offences by distinguishing them from other types of
offences, and significantly minimising the possibilities of exemption from criminal
liability, amnesty and pardon of offenders.

The author substantiates introducing the institute of illicit enrichment as an
independent criminal offence, the unlawful benefit in the criminal law provisions in
compliance with all principles of law, to correctly define the subjective and objective
features of this criminal offence, to ensure adequacy of sanctions and to prevent
subjectivity in the application of procedural law.

The paper presents a critical analysis of the functioning of the institutional
system of anti-corruption policy in Ukraine. The article focuses on the work of such

specialised institutions as the National Agency for the Prevention of Corruption



(NAPC), the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine (NABU), the Specialised
Anti-Corruption Prosecutor’s Office (SAP), the High Anti-Corruption Court
(HACC), and the National Agency of Ukraine for finding, tracing and management
of assets derived from corruption and other crimes (ARMA). Attention is focused on
the problematic aspects of their work that negatively affect its effectiveness and ways
to solve them. The author notes the insufficient level of quality of the rule-making
technique in the development of the legal framework for the functioning of the newly
created anti-corruption bodies, which led to numerous court battles, expert
discussions, attracting the attention of international partners, the need to eliminate
conflicts and introduce appropriate legislative changes, and to restart the paralysed
work of the institutions. The author's proposals on the need for regulatory and legal
support of the NABU performance audit procedure are substantiated. The author
advocates the position that the functioning of the HACC is appropriate and fully
justified given the inefficiency of the judicial system in considering corruption cases,
which required effective and concrete measures to address the accumulated problems
of the judicial system.

Section 3, «Strategy for Preventing and Combating Corruption as a Component
of the State's Anti-Corruption Policy», examines the current aspects of the state
policy in the field of preventing and combating corruption, ways to improve the
mechanisms of combating corruption in Ukraine, and international experience in anti-
corruption activities. The definition of policy in the field of preventing and combating
corruption is proposed. The author analyzes the structural elements of anti-corruption
policy (organizational, economic, political, managerial). Based on the analysis of the
principles of the Anti-Corruption Strategy for 2021-2025, it is proposed to identify
priority areas for the formation of anti-corruption policy. The author proves the
necessity of vesting the Coordination Working Group on Anti-Corruption Policy with
the function of monitoring legislation in the field of powers of state authorities and
local self-government bodies. The author substantiates the need to publish data on all
types of activities of public authorities on their official web resources. The author
highlights the priority areas of Ukraine’s policy in the field of preventing and
combating corruption. The author proves the need to supplement the Law of Ukraine



«On Prevention of Corruption» with provisions on the purpose, tasks and principles
of anti-corruption policy.

The definition of the anti-corruption mechanism is given. The prerequisites for
the effectiveness of the mechanism of overcoming corruption are substantiated. The
elements of the mechanism of combating corruption in Ukraine are defined. It is
proved that an effective model of the anti-corruption mechanism is a model of an
integrated approach to combating corruption, which includes three main elements: a
model of understanding corruption, a model of preventing corruption risks, and a
model of inevitability of punishment for corruption. The system of means influencing
the negative growth of corruption factors is defined. The author formulates proposals
for supplementing the list of tasks of the anti-corruption mechanism with certain
provisions in the legislation of Ukraine.

The experience of organizing and implementing anti-corruption policy in
Poland, Germany, and Sweden is analyzed. The main mechanisms of combating
corruption in foreign countries that should be adopted by Ukraine are highlighted.

This paper is the first to comprehensively analyze the peculiarities of
organization and functioning of the system of anti-corruption activities in Ukraine as
a social and legal phenomenon based on the analysis of international legislation and
experience of anti-corruption policy of certain foreign countries. The author proposes
to create a register of legal entities subject to criminal proceedings for corruption, as
well as a register of officials of enterprises subject to the same proceedings. The
definitions of the terms «corruption», «anti-corruption policy», «anti-corruption
activities», «policy in the field of preventing and combating corruption», and «anti-
corruption mechanism» have been improved. The proposal to supplement the Law of
Ukraine «On Prevention of Corruption» with provisions on the purpose, tasks,
principles, subjects, objects, priority areas, means and measures of the state’s anti-
corruption activities was supported. The author notes the insufficient level of quality
of the rulemaking technique in the development of the legal framework for the
activities of the newly established anti-corruption bodies. The proposal on the need
for a clear regulatory framework for the audit of the NABU’s activities was

supported. The list of tasks for the functioning of anti-corruption mechanisms was



supplemented. The formulation of priority areas of anti-corruption policy formation
as the basis of the Anti-Corruption Strategy for 2021-2025, the feasibility of the
HACC functioning, improvement of the procedure for registering reports of
corruption and the facts of their verification, recommendations for improving the
mechanism for registering reports of receipt (offer of receipt) of gifts, a set of anti-
corruption mechanisms that Ukraine should borrow from the experience of anti-
corruption activities of other countries have been further developed.

The practical significance of the results obtained lies in the possibility of using
the provisions, conclusions, proposals and recommendations in the research area,
lawmaking (in the process of improving legislation), in law enforcement activities of
law enforcement agencies authorized to implement the function of preventing and
combating corruption, as well as in the educational process.
